PROVINCIAL GAMES/CHAMPIONSHIPS AWARDS

Only official Special Olympics Manitoba medals shall be used at Provincial
Games/Championships.

GENERAL GUIDELINES:

Awards shall be presented to athletes within each division in a ceremony, which
highlights their achievements.

Athletes or teams placing first through third within a division shall be awarded a medal.
Fourth to eighth place ribbons shall not be given at Provincial Games/Championships.

If a National/Provincial Sport Federation does not have a policy on awarding placement
in case of a tie the following shall apply:

a.

In the case of a tie, each athlete or team who has achieved the same result shall
receive the award for the highest place. Athletes or teams who follow shall
receive the appropriate award for their order of finish (e.g. two athletes who tie
for third shall both receive recognition for third place. The next athlete who
crosses the finish line will receive recognition for fifth place).

The athletes who have been judged first, second and third shall stand in their
official uniforms, on the stand with the first place winner slightly above the
second who is on his right and third who is on his left. The highest award is
presented first and awards then progress in descending order to the lowest
award.

When only one athlete is entered in an event, the athlete would compete against
self. Medals would be awarded as follows: Gold — final performance is better
than the seeded time; Silver — final performance is the same as or less than the
seed performance by 10%; Bronze — final performance is less than the seed
performance by 11 — 25%.

In addition to medals, athletes may receive special recognition for significant
accomplishments (e.g. high scratch, most improved athlete, sportsmanship)
following the official awards ceremony.

All athletes at a competition may be presented with a memento in recognition of
their attendance at that event. These mementoes, however, shall not be similar
to the competitive awards presented to the athletes at the event.
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TEAM SPORTS:

The official Special Olympics Canada team sports are floor hockey, soccer, softball and
curling.

All athletes shall also receive gold, silver or bronze medals, appropriate to their
placement.
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If an athlete is awarded a medal incorrectly, at a Provincial Games/Championships, that
athlete shall return their medal to the Games Organizing Committee. This decision shall
be made in consultation with the Head Coach, prior to any action being taken.

Special Olympics Manitoba, and the Games Organizing Committee, will award all
athletes within that event with the correct medal.

If an incorrect medal placement is not discovered until the Games are over, and the
athlete has returned home, the athlete may keep the medal. Special Olympics
Manitoba, and the Games Organizing Committee, will then award the athlete(s) with the
correct medal.

POINT VERIFICATION:

If an athlete is awarded a medal on site in error (i.e. the athlete should have received
the gold medal yet the athlete was awarded the silver medal) and this was later
corrected on the results sheets, in consultation Head Coach, the point calculation (used
in selecting athletes) will reflect the actual placement and not the medal that was
awarded incorrectly.
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Topic: COACHING RESPONSIBILITIES AT EVENTS
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Purpose:

To outline clearly the responsibilities of Special Olympics Manitoba coaches at events
and competitions.

Coaches are responsible for the supervision of their athletes at all times:

>

Checking athletes luggage prior to departure to ensure that all items necessary
for the event have been packed (especially medication);

Making sure athletes get to their event on time;

Assisting athletes in packing for home;

Accompanying athletes to meals, events, entertainment;

Assist and participate at clinics where their athletes are involved;
Coaches must have registration information with them including:

¢ medical numbers;

*

parent's/care-giver’s phone numbers;

¢ an emergency number if parents can't be reached; and

¢ name and phone number of person picking athlete up after event.
Coaches are responsible for the administering of proper medications at
scheduled times.
If a coach has to leave a site, he/she must make arrangements with other
coaches to supervise their athletes. Coaches supervising another coach’s

athletes must have all pertinent medical information given to them.

At Provincial Games, all coaches must be in the dorms by 11:00 p.m.

There is to be no alcohol or alcohol consumption during Special Olympics
competitive events while the athlete is in the coach’s care.
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» Coaches must be where they can be reached in case of an emergency at all
times.

In the event of a coach not adhering to all of the above responsibilities, they will have
placed their athletes in jeopardy. Special Olympics Manitoba will not allow athletes to
be at risk due to the negligence of the coach. Not fulfilling these responsibilities will
cause the coach to relinquish their duties as a volunteer with this organization.
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The average classification for selecting teams to competition at the Provincial level
will be the following:

1) 99 & under

2) 100 — 109
3) 110 — 119
4) 120 - 129

5) 130 & over

Provincial Games

If a Region/Club were unable to fill a specific category each team would be
allowed one move up; e.g. group 2 could move to group 3, or move up from the
adjacent category.

National Games

Selection will be based on the top scoring athletes (pins over average) in each of
the ability categories. If the quota is one team it will be a mixed team, if two
teams one male and one female team will go. Subsequent quotas will consist of a
male, a female and mixed team necessary to fill the quota.





		National Games
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Athletes will be selected based upon their performance at the Provincial Games. This
selection policy is consistent with Special Olympics Canada’s policy 5000-30.

SINGLES COMPETITION:

The quota allotment to singles competitors will be as follows:
> First place amongst the five (5) ability levels.

> If the quota given to Special Olympics Manitoba is greater than 5, second place
finishers will be considered, starting with the highest ability level.

» This process will continue until all quotas have been filled.
NOTE: In the event that the total number of quotas given is less than the total number
of winners (1% place) in each level, individuals will be chosen from the winners of the
highest level of competition down to the lowest level of competition until all quotas are
filled.

TIE BREAKING:

The Athlete Selection Committee will consider the following when breaking a tie:
» Past participation at the International Games in that sport.

PAIRS COMPETITION:

The quota allotment to Pairs Skating competitors will be as follows:
» First place amongst the two (2) ability levels.

» If the quota given to Special Olympics Manitoba is greater than 2, second place
finishers will be considered.

This process will continue until all quotas have been filled.

NOTE: In the event that the total number of quotas given is less than the total number
of winners (1st place) in each level, individuals will be chosen from the winners of the
highest level of competition down to the lowest level of competition until all quotas are
filled.
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TIE BREAKING:

The Athlete Selection Committee will consider the following when breaking a tie:
» Past participation at the International Games in that sport.

ICE DANCING COMPETITION:

The quota allotment to Ice Dancing competitors will be as follows:
> First place amongst the three (3) ability levels will be selected first.

» If the quota given to Special Olympics Manitoba is greater than 3, second place
finishers will be considered.

This process will continue until all quotas have been filled.

NOTE: In the event that the total number of quotas given is less than the total number
of winners (1st place) in each level, individuals will be chosen from the winners of the
highest level of competition down to the lowest level of competition until all quotas are
filled.

TIE BREAKING:

The Athlete Selection Committee will consider the following when breaking a tie:
» Past participation at the International Games in that sport.

NOTE: In the event that the total number of quotas is less than the total number of
winners (1st place) in each level, individuals will be chosen by way of a draw out of the
first place finishers.





		SINGLES COMPETITION:

		PAIRS COMPETITION:
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This selection policy is consistent with Special Olympics Canada policy 5000-28.
Bowling teams will be selected to fill quota based on three (3) ability groups:

Group 1...120+
Group 2...90 — 119
Group 3...<89

If the quota is one team, it will consist of athletes from group 1. If two teams,
the second team will consist of athletes from group 2, etc.

Athletes will be ranked based on their flat score for all games at the Provincial
Games, with their handicap factored into the calculation. The handicap will be
determined by taking 90% of the difference between the athletes entering
average and 180. Scores will be ranked highest to lowest. Athletes will be selected
based on their rank.

TIE BREAKING:

The following will be used when breaking a tie:

a) The athletes rank in the singles event with average highest to lowest;

b) The athletes rank in the singles and doubles events with average highest to
lowest;

¢) Most gold medals;

d) Most silver medals;

e) Most bronze medals
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Regional quotas for Provincial Games/Championships will be based upon the number of
active athletes registered in the year preceding the Provincial Games/Championships.

REGIONAL SPORT QUOTAS:

A zero (0) in a Chapter sport allocation column is the result of:

» No athletes registered in the sport; and/or,
» The Region has not participated at the designated qualifying event; and/or
» The Region has indicated that it does not intend to fill the quota within that

sport.

REGIONAL QUOTA STIPULATIONS:

There is a ceiling quota of 30% of the total number of competitive positions at the
Games/Championships being allocated to one Region.

There is a minimum of one athlete quota per sport, per Region, providing the Region
has athletes registered in that sport and athletes competed at a qualifying event.

REALLOCATION OF TEAM AND INDIVIDUAL SPORT QUOTAS:

Reallocation will be done on a first come first served basis.
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One-Day Games/Championships:

The registration for each athlete shall not exceed $15.00, due and payable on the
registration deadline set by the Games Organizing Committee. There will be no charge
for coaches and mission staff.

Multi-Day Games/Championships:

The registration fee for each athlete, coach and mission staff shall not exceed $75.00,
due and payable on the registration deadline set by the Games Organizing Committee.

Payment or Registration forms received after the registration deadline will be assessed
a late registration fee of $25.00 per athlete, coach and mission staff bringing a total
maximum late fee payment to $100.00.

All additional mission staff will be charged a fee to cover the meals, accommodations,
and travel for the entire length of the Games. The late registration fee of $25.00 will
also be assessed on these volunteers.
